GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER 
UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE 
 
A person was going through a very dark time, question-
ing the meaning of life, not feeling very purposeful or 
worthwhile, and feeling disconnected and unappreciated. 
Suddenly, he gazed up at the night sky, found himself in 
awe of all the stars and constellations, and exclaimed, “I 
am here on purpose and I am loved!” Having been 
brought by God to this moment of intense connection and 
awareness, his life changed from that moment on.  
 
If we are always preoccupied with the challenges, obliga-
tions, and stuff of daily life, we can easily miss the won-
derful opportunities when the resurrected Christ is 
knocking at our door. If we open ourselves to the fullness 
of experience, we will find ourselves listening and em-
bracing all that is around us, being caught up in the mag-
nificence of creation’s grandeur and knowing in our heart 
and soul that God is and I am. 
 
While that sounds like a simple, tell-me-something-I 
don’t-know kind of revelation, it is life changing when it 
takes root in the depth of a person’s soul. Stumbling up-
on this awesome truth and internalizing it doesn’t require 
an assent of the mind. It beckons for a claim on our soul. 
We find ourselves knowing something profound that can-
not be explained or reasoned, but purely is. When we are 
caught up in an experience and encounter the truth, it 
doesn’t matter how all of the pieces got put together. 
Truth is simply truth. The “my Lord and my God” re-
sponses we utter are not evoked because all of the pieces 
of faith and life make reasonable sense. The “my Lord 
and my God” affirmations come when we are lifted up 
out of our preoccupations and silliness and are in the 
presence of mystery and mercy. 
 
God is mystery, one who is beyond our grasp but at the 
same time within our reach, knowable yet unknowable. 
And when in the presence of mystery, there comes an 
intense experience of mercy. We know deep within the 
essence of ourselves — and in the very life of creation — 
this beating, unconditionally accepting, life-sustaining, 
profound, mysterious yet familiar presence of love. We 
have found our peace. “Peace be with you.” Breathe in 
and breathe out. Peace.  ©LPi

Question 
Where did the feast of Divine Mercy come from? 
 
Answer: 
If you were born well before the year 2000, you know 
the feast of Divine Mercy has not always been celebrat-
ed in the Church. In the early 1900s, a young Polish nun 
began receiving private revelations. Jesus appeared to 
her during her times of prayer, speaking a message of 
mercy and love for the world. She received a set of pray-
ers — the Divine Mercy Chaplet — and the request to 
have a feast day established to remind the Church of the 
mercy of God. St. Faustina died in 1938, on the cusp of 
war and in the midst of one of the most violent centuries 
in the history of the world. 
 
Her story and her diaries began circulating in Poland 
and beyond. It quickly became apparent that this was a 
holy young women, and the cause for her canonization 
opened. In the year 2000, she was canonized by the first-
ever Polish pope, St. John Paul II. On her canonization 
day, he established the second Sunday of Easter as Di-
vine Mercy Sunday, “a perennial invitation to the Chris-
tian world to face, with confidence in divine benevo-
lence, the difficulties and trials that mankind will experi-
ence in the years to come.” ©LPi

DIVINE MERCY CHAPLET PRAYER 
 
The message of the Divine Mercy that Sr. Faustina received from the Lord was not only directed toward her 
personal growth in faith but also toward the good of the people. With the command of the Lord to paint an 
image of the pattern that Sr. Faustina had seen, came also a request to have this image venerated, first in the 
Sisters’ chapel and then throughout the world.  The same is true with the revelations of the Chaplet.  The 
Lord requested that the Chaplet not only be prayed by Sr. Faustina but by others: “Encourage souls to say 
the Chaplet that I have given you”. The same is true of the revelation of the Feast of Mercy. “The Feast of 
Mercy emerged from my very depths of tenderness.  It is my desire that it solemnly be celebrated on the 
first Sunday after Easter. Mankind will not have peace until it turns to the fount of My Mercy”.  These re-
quests from the Lord to Sr. Faustina between 1931 and 1938 can be considered the beginning of the Divine 
Mercy message and devotion. It is important to remember that this message of the Divine Mercy is not 
new.  It is a powerful reminder of who God is and has been from the very beginning.  This truth that God is 
in His very nature Love and Mercy itself is given to us as God’s self-revelation.  The veil that has hidden 
the mystery of God from eternity has been lifted by God Himself. In His goodness and love God chose to 
reveal Himself to us, His creatures, and to make known His eternal plan of salvation.  The Old Testament 
speaks frequently and with great tenderness about God’s mercy. Yet, it was Jesus, who through His words 
and actions, revealed to us in an extraordinary way, God as loving Father, rich in mercy and abounding in 
great kindness and love.  In Jesus’ merciful love and care for the poor, the oppressed, the sick and the sinful, 
especially in His freely choosing to take upon Himself the punishment for our sins so that all may be freed 
from destructive consequences and death, He manifested in a superabundant and radical way the greatness 
of God’s love and mercy for humanity.  In the person as God-man, one in being with the Father, Jesus both 
reveals and is God’s Love and Mercy itself.  The good news revealed through Jesus Christ is that God’s 
love for each person knows no bounds, and no sin or infidelity, no matter how grievous, will separate us 
from God and His love when we turn to Him in confidence and seek His mercy.  God’s will is our salva-
tion.  He has done all on our behalf. Since He made us free, He invites us to choose Him and partake of His 
divine life.  We become partakers of His divine life when we believe in his revealed truth and trust Him, 
when we love Him and remain true to His word, when we honor Him and seek His kingdom, when we re-
ceive Him in Communion and turn away from sin and when we are mutually caring and forgiving.
